IDENTIFICATION: 1.D. Tags for all entries will be at the County extension Office that you may
pick up ahead of time. This will show the exhibitors’ name, phone number, and will be
attached to the entry. Clothing must have coat hangers to be displayed on.

The Grand and reserve
winners will be awarded a small rosette. If the judges feel special recognition needs to be
given to a participant, an Honorable Mention rosette will be awarded.
